Christmas Tree Growers
Aim to Increase

Demand for NY Grown

New York Farm Bureau member
Bill Domes has plenty of goals in
mind as he takes over theleadership
as president of the Christmas Tree
Farmers Association of New York
in January.

He and his wife, Katie, and their
family run Domes Tree Farm on
Route 39 in Bliss, Wyoming County,
due south of Batavia in Western
New York.

Domes has done a great deal to
get upstate New York-grown trees
sold, marketed and promoted in
“The Big Apple,” and supplied one
last year for the park at Lincoln
Center, “Some years ago Lincoln
Center put out a request for a big
tree,” he said. “My tree was chosen
from across the state. Once they
saw the quality of it, they said they
wanted to use mine from then on.
From that one tree, it has expanded
to other locations throughout the
city.”

The family farm was started by
his father on 100 acres. After four
years in the Navy, Bill purchased
it following his father’s passing,
plus a neighboring 80-acre farm.

Together, they comprise today’s
180-acre operation. “We  mostly
raise Fraser and Concolor with a
few Douglas fir for Christmas trees,
plus Norway, white, Serbian and
Colorado spruce for transplanting,”
he said. ‘

Putting more trees in New York
City will be a challenge, despite
the success of recent efforts, he
said. “Demand is greater than
the supply available by New York
growers,” Domes said. “The biggest
drawback faced by farms that have
trees available is pricing. Buyers
have been paying cheap prices from
Canada, which makes it impossible
for New York growers to sell at
those prices.”

Tree farming is a full-time
business for Domes.

“We do both wholesale and
retail,” he said. "All trees are
precut, no cut-your-own. We have
two retail locations. Wholesale is
all local in western New York. At
one time we shipped all over the
country, but now with a lot of the
farm dedicated to digging trees,

we don’t have the large numbers
available for wholesale cut trees.”

“Moving large trees is part of our
business,” says Domes. “I can move
a tree to your location myself using
our big spade truck or ball it up and
ship it on a semi. We ship a lot of
large trees all over the eastern U.S.
from New Jersey to Maine.”

At this time of year, most of Bill's
time is spent mowing, pruning,
spraying, filling holes from digging,
and getting fields ready for planting
next spring. “Plus all the ‘Honey-
Do’s,”” he-said, smiling.

" When not busy in the field, Bill
is maintenance man for the several
gift shops Katie runs. “We sell
wreaths along with many other
items at the gift shops,” he said. “We
