INTRODUCTORY LOCAL LAW NO. A OF THE YEAR 2020
A Local Law entitled “Amending Local Law 4 (Introductory C) - Year 2007”
BE IT ENACTED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Wyoming as follows:

Section 1. The “Resolved” sections of Local Law 4 (Introductory C) - Year 2007, County of
Wyoming, Adoption of Senior Citizens Exemption Options, ADOPTED are hereby amended to
read as follows:
