OPPOSITION TO NEW YORK STATE SENATE BILL S.06502-A AND NEW YORK 

STATE ASSEMBLY BILL A.00732-B, AN ACT TO AMEND THE ENVIRONMENTAL 
CONSERVATION LAW, IN RELATION TO PROHIBITING THE USE OF 

GLYPHOSATE ON STATE PROPERTY  

WHEREAS, New York State Senate Bill S.06502-A and New York Assembly Bill A.00732-B 
would prohibit the use of Glyphosate on state property.  Glyphosate is a widely-used herbicide used to

Most states accept 
the EPA review and registration for allowed use in their states; however, New York is one of the few 
states that reviews products for environmental and health impact prior to registration in the state, creating 
a dual certification process; and 

WHEREAS, Passing this legislation sets a dangerous precedent, usurping a state regulatory 
agency’s statutory responsibility to review and register these products in New York State.  Farmers have 
relied on the Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) for regulations and scientific credibility, 
it is important to not set a precedent to bypass the DEC’s authority; now therefore
