The regular session of the Wyoming County Board of Supervisors was held at 

the Wyoming County Government Center in the Board of Supervisorsô 

Chambers located at 143 North Main Street, Warsaw, New York with all 

Supervisors present except B. Hastings, T/Eagle; M. Vasile, T/Genesee Falls; D. 

Leuer, T/Middlebury and R. Ryan, T/Warsaw.  Also present were County 

Attorney Jim Wujcik, Budget Officer, Janis Cook; Clerk to the Board of 

Supervisors, Cheryl Ketchum and Deputy Clerk to the Board, Lisa Perez.   

 

At 2:44 PM Chairman Berwanger, T/Arcade, called the meeting to order.   

 

The Veteran leading the Pledge of Allegiance for this monthôs board meeting is: 

 

Scott Dieter 

 

Mr. Scott Dieter grew up in Allegany County around the Wellsville area. 

Inspired by John F. Kennedyôs speech ñAsk not what your country can do for 

you ï ask what you can do for your countryò, he enlisted in the United States 

Army at 16 years of age and 20 days after his 17
th
 birthday arrived at Fort Dix, 

New Jersey for basic training.   

 

Private Dieter spent ten-weeks training at the Quartermaster School in Fort Lee, 

Virginia where he completed the engineer supply and parts specialist course to 

provide all the supplies necessary to keep any command going.   

 

Private Dieter was too young to go to Vietnam at age 17, which was his goal.  

His first assignment was to the United States Army Garrison Baumholder in 

Germany, also known as ñThe Rockò.  This base was a German training ground 

and facility under orders of Hitler that relocated nearly 4000 natives, 13 villages 

and 14 farms. Panzer tanks called ñiron horsesò roamed the hills and valleys.  

Private Dieter was with the 293
rd
 Engineering Battalion as Quartermaster.       

 

On his 18
th
 birthday, Private Dieter volunteered for combat service in Vietnam.  

After 30 days of leave in New York State, he flew from California to Vietnam 

arriving at Bearcat Base Camp with the 15
th
 Combat Engineers for placement.   

 

Dong Tam Base Camp near the banks of the Me Kong River was the next stop 

for Private 1
st
 Class Dieter.  He was assigned to security patrol in a ¾-ton truck  

equipped with a 50-caliber machine gun, an M-79 Grenade Launcher and M- 
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16ôs.  PFC Dieter carried a sawed off stock M-1A2 carbine 30 caliber.  

Still in Dong Tam and after months of security detail, he used his previous 

quartermaster experience in a lumber management office providing materials for 

bunkers and building projects when the 9
th
 Infantry was deactivated.  As a 

Specialist 5, Mr. Dieter was honorably discharged and sent to Fort Lewis, 

Washington to travel by plane from Seattle to Buffalo.  For his valor and 

courageous service to his country, Mr. Dieter was awarded the:  

 

National Defense Service Medal  

Vietnam Campaign Medal 1960 Device  

Marksman M-14  

Army Accommodation with 2 Oak Leaf Clusters  

Vietnam Service Medal  

Certificate of Combat Service  

 

On his return, Mr. Dieter married and was in Inactive Reserves until January of 

1973.  He worked for Mallory Industry, DeWitt and Leroy Industries before 

becoming a New York State Correctional Officer at 42 years of age.  Mr. Dieter 

lives in the Town of Gainesville and has two grown children, Scott Jr. and 

Fawn, 7 grandchildren and 5 great grandchildren.  Mr. Dieter enjoys his family 

and has always liked hunting, fishing and the outdoors.     

 

The pledge was said by all. 

 

Chairman Berwanger presented the customary certificate of appreciation to Mr. 

Dieter and offered an opportunity to address the Board, which he politely 

declined.

TRANSFER AND APPROPRIATION POLICY  

 

1. Policy Statement 

This policy is to control the addition and movement of funds within the adopted 

County Budget via transfer or appropriation.   

 

2. Reason for Policy 

Budgetary controls are intended to guard against expenditures that exceed 

appropriations.  Since the budget is an estimate, situations will inevitably arise 

when it will be necessary to amend the budget through transfers and 

appropriations.  This policy defines when the transfer or appropriation will 
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require Board approval.  Appropriation accounts are used to control 

expenditures, keeping them within the authorized spending authority of the 

budget. Analysis of the accounts enables the Budget Officer to determine when 

the budget will have to be modified.  

 

3. Who Should Read This Policy 

Department heads, fiscal employees and anyone that modifies the budget.

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Appropriation:  The governing board must adopt by resolution via Home 

Committee then Finance Committee approval.  The resolution must stipulate 

both the appropriation account(s) to be increased and financing source(s) to 

support the modification. All appropriations, after approval by the governing 

board, are journalized and posted to the appropriate general ledger and 

subsidiary accounts. 

 

Transfer:   The governing board is responsible for monitoring county 

expenditures to ensure they stay within total annual appropriations. The 

governing board has authorized the Budget Officer to approve budget transfers 

based on the following criteria:  

 

¶ Transfers within the same fund and budget center: 

 

- Same sub-account requires approval by the Budget Officer only prior to 

the entry of the transaction by the Treasurerôs Office. 

 

- Different sub-account less than $5,000: 

 

Á Transfers between .4 & .2 (Contractual/Equipment) require Budget 

Officer approval only prior to the entry of the transaction by the 

Treasurerôs Office.  

 

Á Transfers between .1 & .8 (Salary/Fringe) require Budget Officer 

approval only prior to the entry of the transaction by the 

Treasurerôs Office.

INTRODUCTORY LOCAL LAW NO. D - YEAR 2018 
 

A Local Law to Continue to Impose a County Mortgage Recording Tax on 

Obligations Secured by a Mortgage on Real Property and to Repeal Local Law 

Number 8 of 2008  

 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF THE 

COUNTY OF WYOMING AS FOLLOWS:  

 

STATUTORY AUTHORITY.   New York State Tax Law, Section 253-n.  

 

BE IT ENACTED,  By this Board of Supervisors of the County of 

Wyoming, State of New York as follows: 

      

SECTION 1.    This local law hereby repeals local law number 8 of 2008, 

which imposed a county recording tax on obligations secured by a mortgage on 

real property situated in Wyoming County. The repeal of Local Law 8 of 2008 is 

not retroactive.  The purpose of the repeal is to make clear that this 2018 local 

law supersedes the repealed law and that there is non-interrupted and continuing 

imposition of the mortgage tax.  

 

SECTION 2.   IMPOSITION OF TAXES    

For the period commencing December 01, 2018 through November 30, 2021, 

there is hereby imposed in Wyoming County a tax of twenty five cents ($0.25) 

for each one hundred dollars ($100.00) and each remaining major fraction 

thereof of principal debt or obligation which is or under any contingency may be 

secured at the date of execution thereof, or at any time thereafter, by a mortgage 

on real property situated within such county and recorded on or after the date 

upon which such tax takes effect and a tax of twenty five cents ($0.25) on such 

mortgage if the principal debt or obligation which is or by any contingency may 

be secured by such mortgage is less than one hundred dollars ($100.00). County 

of Wyoming,  

 

SECTION 3.  APPLICABILITY    

The taxes imposed under the authority of this local law shall be administered 

and collected in the same manner as the taxes imposed under subdivision one 

of Section 253 and paragraph (b) of subdivision one of Section 255 of the Tax 

Law. Except as otherwise provided in this local law, all the provisions of 

Article 11 of the Tax Law relating to or applicable to the administration and 
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collection of the taxes imposed by such subdivisions shall apply to the taxes 

imposed under the authority of this local law with such modifications as may 

be necessary to adapt such language to the tax so authorized. Such provisions 

shall apply with the same force and effect as if those provisions had been set 

forth in full in this local law, except to the extent that any provision is either 

inconsistent with a provision of this local law or not relevant to the tax 

authorized by this  local law. For purposes of this local law, any reference in 

this Article 11 of the Tax Law to the tax or taxes imposed by such article shall 

be deemed to refer to a tax imposed pursuant to this local law, and any 

reference to the phrase ñwithin this stateò shall be read as ñwithin Wyoming 

County,ò unless a different meaning is clearly required.  

 

SECTION 4.  REAL PROPERTY LOCATED IN MORE THAN ONE 

COUNTY  

Where the real property covered by the mortgage subject to the tax imposed 

pursuant to the authority of this local law is situated in this state but within and 

without Wyoming County, the amount of such tax due and payable to such 

county shall be determined in the same manner  prescribed in the first 

paragraph of Section 260 of the Tax Law, which concerns real property 

situated in two or more counties. Where such property is situated both within 

Wyoming County and without the state, the amount due and payable to 

Wyoming County shall be determined in the manner prescribed in the second 

paragraph of such Section 260 of the Tax Law, which concerns property 

situated within and without the state. Where real property is situated within 

and without Wyoming County, the recording officer of the jurisdiction in 

which the mortgage is first recorded shall be required to collect the taxes 

imposed pursuant to this section.  

 

SECTION 5.  ADDITIONAL TAXES    
A tax imposed pursuant to the authority of this local law shall be in addition to 

the taxes imposed by Section 253 of the Tax Law.  

 

SECTION 6.  DISPOSITION OF TAXES    
Notwithstanding any provision of Article 11 of the Tax Law to the contrary, 

the balance of all moneys paid to the recording officer of the County of 

Wyoming during each month upon account of the tax imposed pursuant to the 

authority of this local law, after deducting the necessary expenses of his or her 

office as provided in Section 262 of the Tax Law, except taxes paid upon 

mortgages which under the provisions of this section or Section 260 of the Tax 

Law are first to be apportioned by the New York State Commissioner of 

Taxation and Finance, shall be paid over by such recording officer on or 

before the tenth day of each succeeding month to the Treasurer of Wyoming 

County and, after the deduction by such Treasurer of the necessary expenses 

of his or her office provided in Section 262 of the Tax Law shall be deposited 

in the general fund of the County of Wyoming for expenditure on any county 
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purpose.  

 

Notwithstanding the provisions of the preceding sentence, the tax so imposed 

and paid upon mortgages covering real property situated in two or more 

counties, which under the provisions of this section of Section 260 of the Tax 

Law are first to be apportioned by the Commissioner of Taxation and Finance, 

shall be paid over by the recording officer receiving the same as provided by 

the determination of said Commissioner of Taxation and Finance.  

 

SECTION 7.  EFFECTIVE DATE   
This local law shall become effective December 01, 2018 through November

approves the execution and delivery of an amendment to the Subrecipient 

Agreements to:  

(i) Prohibit the making of future CDBG loans from the RLF; 

(ii)  Provide for the continued servicing and administration of the 

RLF by WCBAC in accordance with CDBG requirements; 

(iii)  Allow the WCBAC to use RLF Program Income prior to April 

1, 2019 to fund or to commit to funding any eligible CDBG 

economic development activity, subject to OCR approval and 

the approval of the WCBAC Board of Directors, and to pay 

CDBG-eligible expenses including grant administration and 

program delivery costs; 

(iv) Provide for the return to the County of any cash constituting 

Program Income held by WCBAC under the Subrecipient 

Agreements which is not spent on, or committed to, CDBG-

eligible activities, including administrative and program 

delivery costs, by March 31, 2019;  

(v) Provide for the return to the County of any RLF loan 

repayments received by WCBAC on or after April 1, 2019 that 

constitute Program Income,  (v) provide that any future 

income generated by outstanding CDBG loans that is not 

ñProgram Incomeò under HUD regulations be deemed 

unrestricted funds to be retained and used by the WCBAC 

without restriction; and
